PANEL 1: Two Models of Global Integration: the United Nations and 
European Union
09:30 – 12:30: Morning Session - European Union

The two most important experiments in international integration since World War II have been the United Nations and the European Union. In spite of its imperfections and shortcomings, the United Nations has helped maintain world peace and avoid world war and contributed to the economic and social development of the planet. Its modus operandi is to govern the world by enshrining national sovereignty in its charter and proposing to deal with world issues by juxtaposing the sovereignty of its 193 members in the General Assembly and affiliated institutions and giving special powers to the Security Council. How far can this model and the reforms which are now proposed lead us to better global governance?

In spite of its ups and downs, the creation of the European Union has been described by many authors as the most successful international integration process in world history because it has been both peaceful and entirely voluntary. In 1991, U.S. President George H.W. Bush even called the European Union, a better model for global integration than the United Nations. A striking fact is that it goes far beyond economics and involves politics and social charters and what is called in French a “projet de societe”. Another striking fact is that a number of countries are queuing up to seek admission. The opposite of imperial expansion the European Union is viewed by many countries as a club which is very worthy of joining.

What are the implications for world governance? Can the European model be replicated at the continental level in other areas of the world? Can the model become a blueprint for future governance of our planet with a parliament, an executive, a global social charter etc? What is exportable and what is not and what lessons can be drawn from that remarkable experience.

PANEL 2: Two Models of Global Democracy: World Parliaments vs Enlarged Directorates

09:30 – 12:30: Morning Session – World Parliaments

The democratization of globalization and the search for more accountability by IGOs (Intergovernmental Organizations) has led to two groups of approaches. The first attempts to simulate at the global level the political organization of the nation state. This leads to the possible institution of global parliaments on a one-person-one vote formula as in the case of individual countries. These parliaments may either be unicameral of multicameral in a federalist mode where there would be dual representation.

A second approach involves directorates which are more often than not self appointed groups of countries not involving all countries of the world but only a few and who have given themselves special powers. Such directorates include the G8 (often perceived as the “Board of Directors” of the World Economy and NATO which has, in recent years appointed itself global policeman and peacekeeper.

A particular interesting initiative in the Directorate Group is the G20 which purports to enlarge the G8 to include 20 countries which together include more than half the world population. Under the assumption that such international “committees” of countries are more efficient that the entire United Nations of currently 192 countries yet still quite representative, the “directorate” approach claims to be implementable than global parliaments.

PANEL 4: The Power of Philanthropy

A new group of potentially very powerful actors has emerged in recent years. These are the non-state philanthropic organizations, sometimes emerging from corporations but in other cases composed of individual billionaires with considerable spending power, unfettered by boards and red tape. How far can this new group be harnessed to either replace or complement government led initiatives in the successful management of globalization for the Public Benefit ?
New Philanthropy (or Venture Philanthropy) has been a buzz word since the late 90s. Criticisms of traditional philanthropy have stressed the ineffectiveness of Foundation policies regarding the dispensation of grants. By providing organizations with funding without any guidance or follow up, traditional foundations contribute to projects with short term goals that have very little sustainability. In addition, the organisations’ activities are constantly stalled by a perennial search for funds. 

Venture Philanthropy has been presented as a solution, a new method of organizing charitable giving with the use of successful Venture Capital concepts and models. New philanthropy focuses on long term investment rather than short term donations and advocates that foundations should have an ongoing role in helping organisations attain their goals. Within venture philanthropy, foundations also tend to make longer commitments to recipients of funding, and there is usually a more dynamic ongoing relationship between the two. Venture philanthropy is thus a more pro-active form of philanthropy.

The use of business models has not only provided alternatives to the traditional methodology of philanthropy, it has also permeated other areas of charitable giving. Cause marketing for instance usually refers to the cooperation between businesses and non-profit organizations for the promotion of a specific cause for mutual gain.

PANEL 5: Globalisation and Security: Managing Natural Disasters
The second half of the twentieth century was a period of relative peace. International wars between sovereign states (Westphalian wars) have been kept at a historical minimum and global or continental wars, avoided altogether. Most wars have been civil and involved opposing factions within nation-states often leading to genocides. Consequently, we have to attempt to assess why and how we managed to avoid wars of the scope and destructiveness of World War I and II and why we were unsuccessful in preventing internal wars. 

Civil wars tend to go on for years and typically do not receive vast international attention. Most contemporary civil wars have taken place in the developing world demonstrating the link between failed development and the outburst of violence. Successful development in the forms of economic growth, prosperity and increased education tend to decrease violent conflict further enhancing the country’s development prospects. On the other hand, countries that are ravaged by civil war cannot provide fertile ground for development and this prompts further violence. The link between human security and development is of paramount importance and should be taken into consideration if we are to achieve the objective of ensuring global freedom, security and justice.

Natural disasters and natural disasters augmented by hostile or inadequate human action have unfortunately become commonplace. The Asian Tsunami of 2004, Hurricane Katrina, the Montreal Ice Storm of 1998 and the recent Forest Fire crisis in Greece have shown that in even in our contemporary high technology era we are not immune from Nature's fury. Too often the natural disaster is rendered more destructive by human greed, bad management, the clash of sovereignties and geopolitical variables. Therefore the successful management of such disasters should be an important element in global governance.

 

The workshop will look at the case study of the recent Californian and Greek Forest fires in order to identify critical success (and failure) factors. By juxtaposing two similar yet different cases the global scope of natural disasters will be stressed and will provide a starting point for a discussion on means of anticipation, prevention and relief on a global scale.

Panel 6:  Beyond the Hype: What are the Realistic Solutions for 
Climate Change?

The G8 Gleneagles Plan of Action from 2005 outlines a comprehensive set of actions for “climate change, clean energy and sustainable development”. During the last few months a number of reports and government decisions have further defined the challenges and the actions needed.  Besides in the Gleneagles Plan, the actions are spelled out in the World Energy Outlook and the Stern Review: WBCSD has also published “Energy and Climate: Policy Directions to 2050.” In this there is an outlining what a new international framework post-2012 could look like.   

There are some common suggestions coming from all of these reports: 

· Energy efficiency 

· Technology development and deployment 

· Carbon pricing 

· Expansion of low-carbon energy sources, including the revival of nuclear and big hydro 

· Carbon sequestration for the carbon emissions we cannot avoid 

· Combating deforestation to avoid further release of carbon 

The roles of business and governments
Climate change is putting the spotlight on the complementary roles that business and governments have in creating a sustainable future. Business' role in society is the efficient provision of goods and services that people want and can afford. We need to fulfil this in a way that minimizes resource use and pollution. This is what the World Business Council for Sustainable Development (WBCSD), coined “eco-efficiency” already in 1991 – “doing more with less.”

To achieve a “level playing field” for global companies, we need a common global policy framework for climate change. However, given the very substantial differences of opinion between key economic actors (US, EU, Japan, China and India), there are doubts that we will see a new Kyoto-style top-down agreement when the present Kyoto Protocol expires.   It is more likely that we will have a patchwork of national and regional regulations that we must make as compatible as possible.
